Description
Iptacopan (Fabhalta®) is a complement inhibitor of factor B.

FDA Approved Indication(s)
Fabhalta is indicated for the treatment of adults with paroxysmal nocturnal hemoglobinuria
(PNH).

Policy/Criteria
Provider must submit documentation (such as office chart notes, lab results or other clinical
information) supporting that member has met all approval criteria.

It is the policy of health plans affiliated with Centene Corporation® that Fabhalta is medically
necessary when the following criteria are met:

I. Initial Approval Criteria
A. Paroxysmal Nocturnal Hemoglobinuria (must meet all):
1. Diagnosis of PNH;
2. Prescribed by or in consultation with an hematologist;
3. Age> 18 years;
4. Flow cytometry shows detectable glycosylphosphatidylinositol (GPI)-deficient
hematopoietic clones or > 10% PNH cells;
Documentation of hemoglobin < 10 g/dL;
6. Fabhalta is not prescribed concurrently with another FDA-approved product for PNH
(e.g., Soliris®, Ultomiris®, Empaveli®);
7. Dose does not exceed 400 mg (2 capsules) per day.
Approval duration: 6 months
