Description
Tenofovir alafenamide fumarate (Vemlidy®) is a hepatitis B virus (HBV) nucleoside analog
reverse transcriptase inhibitor.

FDA Approved Indication(s)
Vemlidy is indicated for the treatment of chronic HBV infection in adults and pediatric patients
12 years of age and older with compensated liver disease.

Policy/Criteria
Provider must submit documentation (such as office chart notes, lab results or other clinical
information) supporting that member has met all approval criteria.

It is the policy of health plans affiliated with Centene Corporation® that Vemlidy is medically
necessary when the following criteria are met:

I. Initial Approval Criteria
A. Hepatitis B Virus Infection (must meet all):

1. Diagnosis of chronic HBV infection;

2. Prescribed by or in consultation with a gastroenterologist, hepatologist, or infectious
disease specialist;

3. Age> 12 years;

4. Failure of tenofovir disoproxil fumarate or entecavir at up to maximally indicated
doses, unless clinically significant adverse effects are experienced or both are
contraindicated;

*Prior authorization may be required for entecavir

5. Dose does not exceed both of the following (a and b):

a. 25 mg per day;
b. 1 tablet per day.

Approval duration:

Commercial — 12 months or duration of request, whichever is less

Medicaid/HIM — 6 months

B. Other diagnoses/indications (must meet 1 or 2):
1. If this drug has recently (within the last 6 months) undergone a label change (e.g.,
newly approved indication, age expansion, new dosing regimen) that is not yet
reflected in this policy, refer to one of the following policies (a or b):
